How long is ELP?  
 
The ELP is available ten months of the 
year from September to June. Children 
can begin participating at 31 months and 
continue until they are eligible for junior 
kindergarten. 
 
 
How much does ELP cost?  
 
Participation in ELP is free, space 
permitting! Eligible children living in the 
Forest and Arkona area can attend up to 
12.5 hours per week.  Children living in 
other areas of the community may be 
eligible for 12.5 hours over each two 
week period. 
 
Additional time at the child care centre 
will be charged according to the 
individual child care operator’s rate 
schedule. Some families may be eligible 
for assistance with the cost of child care 
beyond the 2.5 hours of early learning at 
10 sessions a month (20 in Forest and 
Arkona).
